LXR.CMCS paves the way to Centralised Clearance

The concept of 'centralised clearance' means that when an "authorised
operator" lodges his customs declaration at the customs office where he is
established, that office then carries out any documentary risk analysis. This
office (the 'office of import/export’) then forwards the results of its analysis to
the border customs office in that Member State or in another Member State
where the goods are actually to enter or leave the Community (the 'office of
entry/exit'). This border office would apply any physical controls to the goods
being imported or exported that either office deems necessary on the basis of
the result of risk analysis. Provided that there is no irregularity, and that the
customs debt was provided for at the office of import, the goods would be
released directly into free circulation in the EU or for export. Under the
procedure, the goods would not have to be moved to the office of import or
export but could be delivered direct to the point of sale, including in another
Member State or third country. This would allow multi-national companies to
conduct all of their EU business with one customs office.

Service Oriented Architecture Business Process Management

SOA is an architectural style that
supports service orientation. Service
orientation is a way of thinking in
terms of services and service-based
development and the outcomes of
services. SOA is based on the
design of the services which mirror
real-world business activities
comprising the enterprise (or inter-
enterprise) business processes.

MDM can ensure that SOA delivers
trustworthy information, and SOA
can ensure that MDM data can be
easily plugged into many business
processes.

BPM is a set of methods, tools, and
technologies used to design, execute,
analyse, and control operational
business processes. BPM is a process-
centric  approach for  improving
business performance.

When, BPM and SOA are combined,
organisations are then able to expose
existing and forthcoming assets as
“services” to be called by the process
execution environment, while
maximising flexibility and scalability.
